Taipei, Sap 2: Tha Taiwanesa Ministry of National Delanca
plang o buy owvar 1,000 addiional Stingar missiles 1o boost its
delence capabilities amid growing concerns abowt China's mili-
fary actities. The Army and Navy each ordered 250 Stingar mis-
gilasg in 2019 and 2015, rezpactivaly. However, Taiwanesa forces
urgaenty require more allectve countermeaasures and detaranca,
prampling the Army 10 ordar 1,985 mona Stingar missiles from tha
US for approcdimately NTS55.54 billion, Taiwan News reported,

citing Libarty Timas.

The Arrmy willl procura 549 launch systams and 549 idantilica-
tion, inend or foe (IFF) systems. The missiles are expected to be
delivered by 2031, according to the MMD's 2025 budgel repaor.
The Mavy also plans to buy 45 man-portable Stinger missiles, 15
launch systems, and 15 |FF dewvices, scheduled for delivary by
2031. Howevar, tha military has nol commeantad an wheathar thasa
purchases are included in the Army's procuremeant plan.
